G
Down Memory Lane – a return to the days of the “Martini” shot – any aviation photograph taken before 2013 which brings back happy memories

Best photograph overall will be chosen from the winners of categories A to D. 

NB:
Air-to-air photographs are not eligible in categories A to D. With the exception of category G, photographs must have been taken between 01/01/2022 and 31/12/2022.

There is no entry fee to submit photographs for this Competition.

Entries should be submitted in digital (JPEG) form and can be handed over/posted on a disk/memory stick or can be sent by e-mail (preferably just a few at a time) to cj.bos@ntlworld.com. All e-mail entries will receive an acknowledgment that they have been received safely. Each photograph must be labelled with the member’s name and the category entered (failure to do so may result in the entry being rejected), e.g. BOSWORTH A-1, BOSWORTH A-2, etc

A member may enter up to 20 photographs across categories A-E with a maximum of 12 in any individual category. A further 8 may be added in categories F and/or G beyond this maximum, i.e. 28 in total. By entering their images, they agree to the use of them in any MKAS publications, on the MKAS website and in any MKAS social media networks.

Work entered in a previous MKAS Photographic Competition is not eligible for entry in any category.

In the event of a dispute, the MKAS Chairman’s decision is final.

Whilst every care will be taken with material submitted, the Society cannot be held responsible for any damage.

Computer manipulated photographs must use only original photographs of the author. Clipart or third-party images from any source are strictly forbidden.
