In June 1950 two DC-4 aircraft en-route to Paris from the Far East crashed into the sea at night off Bahrain, two days apart. A unique occurrence in aviation annals that was blamed on the two pilots. The remains of one aircraft were rediscovered in 1994 by tonight’s speaker, Kevin Patience, who researched the truth behind the cover up by the aviation authorities and found some surprising results
